Em 1998, foi para os EUA,
onde ingressou na Universidade de Harvard e obteve um Master in Business
Administration. Comecou a sua carreira como engenheiro no grupo Suez Lyonnaise des
Eaux, em Franca, trabalhou varios anos na City em Londres e criou a sua empresa em
Portugal.

Em 2011 foi eleito deputado pelo circulo de Beja e tornou-se Secretario de Estado Adjunto
do Primeiro-Ministro, do XIX Governo Constitucional, com responsabilidade pela
coordenacéo do Programa de Ajustamento.

Em 2014, tornou-se o quinto portugués a exercer o cargo de Comissario Europeu, tendo
gerido o maior fundo de ciéncia e inovacdo do mundo, no valor de 80 milhdes de euros. Foi
0 arquiteto do atual programa de inovacgéo e ciéncia Horizonte Europa, de 100 mil milhdes
de euros.

Em 2019, tornou-se Administrador da Fundacao Calouste Gulbenkian. E também Vice-
Presidente do Instituto Jacques Delors, em Paris.

A 26 de setembro de 2021, Carlos Moedas foi eleito Presidente da Camara Municipal de
Lisboa.

Bornin Beja in 1970. He holds a degree in Civil Engineering from Instituto Superior Técnico.
He attended the Ecole Nationale des Ponts et Chaussées in Paris. In 1998, he moved to the
USA, where he enrolled at Harvard University and obtained a master’s in business
administration.He began his career as an engineer with the Suez Lyonnaise des Eaux group
in France, worked for several years in London’s City, and founded his own companyin
Portugal.

In 2011, he was elected as a Member of Parliament for the Beja constituency and became
Deputy Secretary of State to the Prime Minister in the 19th Constitutional Government,
where he was responsible for coordinating the Adjustment Program.

In 2014, he became the fifth Portuguese to serve as a European Commissioner, managing
the world’s largest science and innovation fund, valued at 80 billion euros. He was the
architect of the current Horizon Europe science and innovation program, valued at 100
billion euros.

In 2019, he became a Trustee of the Calouste Gulbenkian Foundation and also serves as
Vice-President of the Jacques Delors Institute in Paris.

On September 26, 2021, Carlos Moedas was elected Mayor of Lisbon.
